	It is best to spend time on a few questions and solve them in more than one way, even if this slows the lesson down.
	It is best to cover a wide range of questions, so that students are able to practice the methods intensively.

	Students need to understand concepts before they learn standard procedures and algorithms.
	Students need to memorize certain procedures before they can understand them or the related concepts.  

	I teach procedures with “naked math,” and concepts with contextual problems.
	I use both contextual problems and “naked math” when teaching concepts or procedures.

	Students are at such different levels of competence that I have to allow them to work at their own pace.
	I try to teach the whole class at once and keep them at the same pace.

	I find out which parts of mathematics students already understand and don’t teach those parts.
	I start teaching mathematics from the beginning, assuming they know nothing.
