Required Qualifications:
Applicants must be highly motivated and interested in learning how to operate video boards and run cameras for Athletic Home Games/Events. 

Applicants must be proficient in use of technology, including video making and audio creating.  

Applicants must have competence in Microsoft Office (i.e. WORD, PowerPoint, Excel, and Publisher). 

Applicants must be able to work independently, reliable, responsive, organized, sensitive to the needs of a diverse population, willing to take direction, follow guidance, and complete work unsupervised in a timely manner.  

Applicants must be able to work with others at all levels, have a professional demeanor, excellent interpersonal skills, strong oral and written communication skills, and emotional intelligence.

Applicants must be able to manage conflict, collaborate and work effectively both independently and as a member of a team.

Individuals with interest in learning more about video and athletic game/event production or EWU film majors preferred.
